Pursuant to the passage of O.C.G.A 15-11-10, effective January 1, 2014, the Juvenile Court has exclusive jurisdiction for  traffic offenses for persons 17 years old unless the offense is one listed in O.C.G.A. 15-11-630(b), for which this court has jurisdiction over those individuals upon reaching the age of 17.

It has come to the attention of the Court that some “Juvenile Traffic Offenses”, as defined in 15-11-630(a) for which this Court no longer has jurisdiction have, nonetheless, been adjudicated after January 1, 2014. 


IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED  that as this Court no longer had jurisdiction of these cases at the time of their disposition, the judgments in those cases shall be set aside instanter. A complete list of the cases affected by this order is attached hereto as Exhibit A. 


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the Clerk is hereby directed to refund to the defendants in those cases any fines, surcharges and costs collected on the cases. 


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED THAT THE Clerk is directed to send any amended reports necessary to the Department of Drivers’ Services and/or the Georgia Crime Information Center to effectuate the results of this order. 


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that the probation office shall close any cases listed in Exhibit A and shall refund any fines, surcharges and fees collected.
